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GARDEN TIPS

The “Buzz” about
Native Plants

By Cavrol Schroding,

Gardening Enthusiast and former owner
of Northeast Native Perennials

It’s hard to believe that summer is waning and
we are talking about late-season blooms, but
they are so important to our pollinators! So,

if your garden is lacking in bloom at this time
of the year, for the next four weeks we will be
discussing some great ones you can add!

Sneezeweed (Helenium autumnale) is not named
because it makes us sneeze, but because they
used to dry and pulverize the leaves to make
snuff, to make one sneeze which was believed
to clear sinuses and cure headaches. It prefers
full sun and moist soil, but not boggy and does
not tolerate drought. The : B
native species is a beautiful
yellow daisy-like flower and
grows about 3-4 ft. high. It
attracts bees and butterflies
and provides important late
season pollen for them.

I love the Asters for late season color and great
sources of pollen and nectar for our pollinators
and particularly the Monarch butterflies.

One of my favorites is New England Aster
(Symphyotrichum novae-angliae) which can reach
up to 6 ft. high but can be pmched back before
mid-July to control the height. mmm <
(The deer usually do that for
me!) This Aster prefers full
sun and moist soil. Flowers
are deep pink to purple with
yellow centers, a wonderful
splash of color in the garden
and good cut as well!

Although it has been blooming for quite a
while, Three-lobed Coneflower or Brown-eyed
Susan (Rudbeckia triloba) will continue blooming
till frost. Its seeds are loved by the American
Goldfinch and as soon as any of the blooms
begin to fade, they are there! Growing between
3-5 ft. high, it prefers full sun or part sun and is
adaptable to most soil types.  § :
Even though it will seed freely,
plants can be thinned, moved
or given away. Its bright yellow
flowers on a bushy plant are
perfect for the back of a border,
meadow or edge of the woods.
