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HOW GARDENERS SURVIVE WINTER BREAK

Are you missing the feel of putting your hands in the 
soil, pulling out the noxious weeds and planting new 
life that will encourage pollinators and birds, and 
eventually be beautiful? Well, Penny Power has a cure 
for that. It starts with reading Carol’s Winter Series 
articles which will, without a doubt, inspire you to do 
copious amounts of further reading and research to 
fi nd the best plants for birds and pollinators for your 
yard. Whether you need trees, shrubs, or � lowers, this 
down-time forced upon us by winter is the perfect time 
to consider your yard from a bird’s perspective. It’s 
never too early to make plans and dream about the 
spectacular gardens we will create (barring drought 
and hungry critters). � ank you, Carol, for your 
inspiring articles, knowledgeable insight and helping 
all us gardeners use our winter break productively.

Winter Series: Part I:  What are “So�t Landings?”  

So�t Landings are about creating a friendly 
environment under keystone trees and other 
appropriate native trees, with diverse native 
plantings, for insect larvae that drop to the 
ground to complete their life cycle either in the 
leaf litter or in the ground. (Keystone trees are 
trees that support a disproportionately high 
number of benefi cial insect, moth and butter� ly 
species.) Doug Tallamy of the University of 
Delaware and his team have found that 14% 
of native plants support 90% of insect species! 
Regularly mowed turf grass beneath these trees 
does not provide an appropriate environment for 
these insects and also compacts the soil.

Creating so�t landings under your trees for 
the insects makes a beautiful addition to your 
garden, reduces mowing area, builds healthy soil 
and provides additional pollen and nectar for the 
pollinators. If you already have plants growing 
beneath your trees, remove non-native and 
invasive plants and replace them with new native 
plants. If you have turf grass under your trees, 
do not dig it out as you may injure the tree roots. 
Instead, in the fall, place a 4–6-inch layer of 
leaves and or arborist chips/mulch over the area. 
� is should kill the grass, and your area should 
be ready for planting in the spring. Some people 
use cardboard, however much of the cardboard 
contains harmful chemicals that we don’t want 
to put into the environment. Do not add soil as 
this could smother your tree. � e idea is to add 
organic matter that will break down and improve 
the soil.

In the next two articles,
we will discuss what
keystone trees and
plants are, and what
plants are great for
your “so�t landing”
areas.
