Quil� ng has b� n both a nece� ity and a popular ho� y acro�  the years. The earliest known evidence of 
quil� ng is an ancient Egyp� an carving in the Bri� sh Museum depic� ng a pharaoh wearing a quilted mantle.  
Today’s quilters are k� ping an ancient art form alive. Most early American quilts were created with limited 
resources and for prac� cal purposes. Many layers “sandwiched” together created a thicker, warmer covering. 
Hand-made quilts are very labor intensive and so evolved the social aspect of quil� ng in the form of the 
quil� ng b� . Early pa� erns reflected their world, told stories and became the familiar staples of modern quilts.

Every year, on the third Saturday of March, quilters acro�  the world come together to celebrate Na� onal 
Quil� ng Day – a day dedicated to the love of quil� ng, the crea� vity it fosters and the co� unity it builds.

Gardening with Deer, Part II

What beautiful native perennials can you grow that 
may not appeal to the deer?

Let’s start with some spring 
bloomers. A couple of earlier 
bloomers that are usually not 
palatable to deer are Dutchman’s 
Breeches (Dicentra cucullaria), 
Virginia Bluebells (Mertensia 
virginica), Wild Geranium (Geranium maculatum), 
and Dwarf Crested Iris (Iris cristata). Some great 
spring ground covers are Fernleaf Phacelia (Phacelia 
bipinnifi tida), Wood Poppy (Stylophorum diphyllum) 
and native ginger such as Canadian Wild Ginger 
(Asarum canadense). Adding some Lady Fern 
(Athyrium felix-femina), Sedges (Carex species) and 
Jack-in-the-Pulpit (Arisaema triphyllum) for form and 
structure rounds out the palette.

As early summer rolls around, the 
Narrowleaf Bluestar (Amsonia 
hubrechtii) and the Eastern Bluestar 
(Amsonia tabernaemontana) begin 
their beautiful blue star-shaped 
blooms. Th e Amsonias contain a 
bitter milky sap which the deer fi nd 
unpleasant. Wild Indigo (Baptisia 
species) also contain bitter compounds 
and a tough fuzzy texture the deer 

fi nd unpalatable, and come in white, yellow and blue to 
purple that all pair beautifully with the Bluestar. Blue-
eyed Grass has a fragrance which discourages deer and 
because of it’s diminutive size, is perfect for the front 
of a border. Beardtongue (Penstemon digitalis) and 
Sundrops (Oenothera fruticose) decorate the late spring 
garden with their pale pink and sunny yellow blooms 
respectively. Th e deer will sometimes browse these, but 
they are not their favorites. I usually give them a little 
spray with my mint scented deer repellant to be sure.

A mid-summer workhorse and deer 
resistant bloomer in the pollinator 
garden is the Whorled Tickseed 
(Coreopsis verticillata). It has a bitter 
taste and rough texture that is not 
appealing to the deer. Butterfl y 
Weed (Asclepias tuberosa) contains a toxic latex 
substance that deer do not like, as do other members 
of the Milkweed family. Th ese two planted next to 
the lavender fl owers of Anise Hyssop (Agastache 
Foeniculum) are a beautiful combination. Anise 
Hyssop has a strong fragrance and bitter taste making 
it deer resistant.

Next time: More beautiful deer-resistant native plants!
