June Is National Pollinator Month!

Th e U.S. Senate passed a 
proclamation in 2007 designating 
June 24-30 as National Pollinator 
Week and was the initiative of the 
group called Pollinator Partnership 
(founded in 1997). It was created 
to focus public attention on the 
important role of pollinators in 

  ecosystems and agriculture and 
  encourage actions by the public to 

protect pollinators and enhance their environment. 
It was later broadened to the entire month of June 
to increase participation and engagement in related 
activities such as planting native plants, reducing use 
of pesticides and herbicides and protecting or creating 
natural habitats, as well as hosting community and 
educational events.

If you are wondering what the big deal about 
pollinators is, remember that one in three bites of 
food worldwide depends on pollination…a sobering 
thought! Celebrate National Pollinator Month by 
planting some native species that are pollinator-
friendly, no matter what size garden you have! From 
balconies to patios to small yards to acres, whatever 
your space, you can contribute and participate! 
Consider reducing or eliminating the use of herbicides 
and pesticides on your property. If you are using these, 
you could be undoing all the good you are doing to 
provide for pollinators. Support farms that implement 
pollinator-friendly practices such as planting 
wildfl ower rows or hedgerows. Engage in community 
events and share your pollinator activities on
social media.

Visit the website www.pollinator.org, the home of 
Pollinator Partnership organization, for wonderful 
information and educational materials. Th e 
Pennsylvania Game Commission has a program 
called Seedlings for Schools, where tree and shrub 
seedlings are distributed to students to take home and 
plant, aft er participating in an educational program 
about native plants and pollinators. Th ere are lots 
of educational materials available on the Game 
Commission website as well. If you are a teacher, 
school administrator, board member or parent, 
consider having your school apply for this valuable 
program. It is available for K-12 students and Home 
School Co-ops as well. Th is year’s seedlings are gone, 
and next year’s program will return February 1, 2027.
