Three Feature Plants For Your Garden

In our wildlife habitat series, we referenced several
prime “keystone” plants (plants that host the largest
percentage of insects) for your garden! Now we will
feature more very important keystone plants you may
want to consider.

Sugar Maple (Acer saccharum) can host 238 different
species of moths and butterflies. It is native to Eastern
North America. Reaching 40-80 ft. in height and 30-
60 ft. in width, with beautiful fall color, they are long-
lived trees and relatively slow
growing. Native Americans
taught the early colonists

in medium moisture, well-

shade. It is intolerant of road
salt and compacted soil.

Northern Highbush Blueberry (Vaccinium
corymbosum) typically grows 6-12 ft. tall and wide.
217 species of butterfly and moth caterpillars can use

bees rely on the Highbush Blueberry for pollen. It
flowers in spring with white to pale pink urn shaped
flowers, and blue-black berries in summer that are
sweet and highly attractive to birds,
mammals and humans! The leaves
are dark green in summer and turn
beautiful shades of orange, red or
purple in fall. It thrives in sun to part-
shade in moisture-retentive acidic soil
with an optimum ph of 5.

Blue Wood Aster or Heart-leaved Aster
(Symphyotrichum cordifolium) can host 100 different
species of moths and butterflies as well as supporting
33 different pollen specialist bee species. It has heart-
shaped lower leaves and small pale to medium blue
daisy-like flowers in late summer through October,
providing important late season
nectar. It prefers partial shade
to full sun and moderately
fertile, well-drained soil and
will tolerate some dryness. Blue
