Optional Additions For Your Habitat Garden

As you build and enhance your Wildlife Habitat, you
will be rewarded by more wildlife making it home!
This is exciting! Refrain from using pesticides and
herbicides that will reverse all your hard work.

If your habitat is healthy, there will be natural
predators for bad bugs, and you can hand pull weeds
or use natural weed killers such as horticultural
vinegar for large areas.

Creating a brush or leaf pile in
an out of the way corner of your
property provides more shelter
for small mammals, amphibians e
and insects. If you have dead
trees that you can safely leave
standing, cavity-nesting birds
will appreciate it!

Bird feeders are both rewarding and challenging, but
if you are up to it, you will get to enjoy seeing the great
diversity of birds attracted to your backyard habitat.
Bird houses designed for local species can provide
additional nesting sites and shelter. Do your research
on correct entrance size and height to hang the houses.

* Consider hanging a bat house high
W on a tree, pole or wall in a sunny spot.
| Bats eat mosquitoes and other flying
 insects every night! The house gives

- them shelter and a place to rest and

. raise their young. Avoid placing it
near bright lights.

Build a bee hotel. Many solitary
bees use small tubes to raise their
young. A bee hotel offers them a
safe, dry place to rest and raise
their babies. Get ideas online

to build your own or purchase
one already made. Hang it near
flowers in a sunny spot away
from wind. They are usually

very docile and rarely sting, so
don’t “bee” afraid! They play an important role in your
garden pollination.

Finally, take time to observe and enjoy the wonderful
habitat you have created. After all, it’s for you as well as
your fellow creatures!
