The “Buzz” about

Gardening with Deer, Part I

A LEE

When you live where we live, deer are a part of

the natural surroundings and their appetites are
inescapable! I always say I have a love-hate relationship
with my deer. Of course, I enjoy seeing them as part

of the local wildlife and the fawns are especially sweet
to observe! But then the gardening season starts in
earnest, and the deer start munching! Actually, you
don’t have to live in the woods to have deer browsing
your garden. My sister-in-law lives in a development in
Warminster, and she has deer that jump her fence into
her yard! So many gardeners are dealing with “What
can we plant that the deer won’t eat?”

I've learned over many years of gardening and

having been in the nursery business that there are no
guarantees when it comes to the “deer buffet!” I used
to think that Red Beebalm (Monarda didyma) was a
safe and deer-proof plant. They were growing here 47
years ago when we moved here and only over the last
5 or so years have the deer started nibbling them. Last
year they decimated a beautiful stand in my pollinator
garden, and they only seemed to eat the flowers! I am
sure you've noticed that the nursery trade uses the term
“deer-resistant,” not “deer-proof!”

There are some plants the deer seem to ignore such as
ferns, grasses and sedges. Deer can tell the palatability
of plants through smell, taste and texture. Some plants
contain toxins that will make the deer sick. Others
contain aromatic oils that the deer do not find pleasant.
Still others contain needle-shaped calcium oxalate
crystals that make browsing unpleasant.

In the next article, we will talk about a list of plants
that contain some of these attributes and seem to be
less palatable to the deer.
