The “Buzz” about

Native Plants
By Carol Schroding,

Using Plugs (Young Perennial Plants)

What are plugs? What are the pros and cons of using
them in your landscape?

A plug is a young perennial plant, usually less than a
year old with a healthy root system grown in plug trays
standard size being 11” x 22”. Trays are also referred to
as flats. The lower the number of cells in the tray, the
larger the plugs. When the cell is filled with roots, the
plug is considered ready for planting.

Up until recently, plugs were familiar mostly to
wholesale growers and others in the nursery trade.
Increasingly, they are becoming available retail

to the public. This is good news especially if you have
a large project planned such as a rain garden, meadow
or a public space you are helping with. Check out Izel
Native Plants online. (Izelplants.com)

What are some of the benefits of using plugs? Number
one is the cost... probably the most inexpensive way
to plant a large number of perennials in your garden.
The cost of potted perennials (generally in quarts or
gallons) have increased significantly over the past

4-5 years.

The size of the plug is a plus, especially if you are
planting among tree roots for example and only
needing to dig a smaller hole. They can be planted with
a bulb planter, trowel or an auger for large numbers.

What are the drawbacks? Plugs are generally sold in
flats of one species of plant. So, if you cannot use

32 or 50 of one type of plant, maybe split with a friend
or a few friends. A few retail native plant online
companies offer “mix and match” trays which are
basically plugs. This is a wonderful opportunity to

get a variety of plants in one tray!

Plugs are “raring to grow” when you get them, but

they do need a little more attention when it comes to
watering. The plug itself will dry out more quickly than
the soil around it, so once planted, stick your finger

in the soil next to the plug to feel the plug. Checking
them daily for the first week for signs of stress or
drying out is a good idea and keep them moist but not
overwatered. Within
4-6 weeks the roots
should be growing
into the surrounding
soil, and you won't
have to keep such a
close eye on them.
