GARDEN TIPS

� e “Buzz” about 
Native Plants

By Carol Schroding,

EARLY BLOOMING SPRING PERENNIALS

Over the last four weeks, we’ve explored the 
world of native Spring Ephemerals, which 
a�ter they complete their bloom and seed set, 
die back for the summer and disappear until 
next spring.

Now we’ll look at native
perennials that bloom
early but retain their
foliage throughout the
summer. First to bloom
in my garden is Native
Pachysandra or Allegheny Pachysandra 
(Pachysandra procumbens), a lovely low 
groundcover for shade. In early spring they 
shoot up fragrant � lu�fy white blooms that are 
attractive to pollinators. It is more clumping 
than its cousin, Japanese Pachysandra, so does 
not spread as quickly, but forms a beautiful 
cover nonetheless.

             Jacob’s Ladder (Polemonium 
              reptans) is another early 
             blooming, beautiful blue/
             purple bloom perennial 
             that, over time, spreads    
                        by seed to form a gorgeous 
colony of plants. � e foliage is almost fern-like 
and very attractive. � e � lowers provide early 
nectar for native pollinators. It prefers moist 
soil and partial shade and is relatively low 
maintenance.

Another of my favorites is Golden Alexander 
(Zizia aurea) and a favorite
of the early pollinators as
well! It provides golden
yellow clusters of � lowers
that provide a very
important early source of
pollen and nectar. It prefers a medium
moist location in full sun to part shade and 
can also be used in rain gardens.
