Spring-Flowering Native Trees, Part II

Fringe Tree (Chionanthus virginicus) is a beautiful 
small native tree, not widely known, but valuable 
for its fragrant white fl owers attracting bees and 
butterfl ies. Th en its black fruits which form in late 
summer are prized by birds and small mammals. It 
grows from 12-30’ and is adaptable to many soil and 
light conditions, making it a low-maintenance choice 
for homeowners. It also serves as a host plant for
10 diff erent 
butterfl y and 
moth species 
in our area. 
Worth seeking 
out; you may 
have to go to 
a Native Plant 
Nursery to 
fi nd this gem.

Valued for its ornamental appeal in landscapes, 
Flowering Dogwood (Cornus fl orida) is another 
small well-known tree native to eastern North 
America, blooming in the spring.  In fall, its leaves 
turn a vibrant red to purple and the red berries that 
have formed feed the songbirds, gamebirds, small 
and large mammals alike. Th e seeds contain high 

calcium and fat 
content making 
them highly 
palatable to the 
birds and animals.
It is an understory 
tree preferring 
partial shade, 
although in cooler 
climates it will 
tolerate more sun.

Another little-known spring blooming native tree, 
best found at a native plant nursery, is Carolina 
Silverbell (Halesia Carolina). Silverbell grows 10-
40’ high. Th e fl owers are white tinged with pink, 
bell-shaped in clusters of 2-5 fl owers that attract 
hummingbirds, bees and butterfl ies. It is a host 
plant for the Eastern Tiger Swallowtail, Mourning 
Cloak, Eastern Comma, Red-spotted Purple, and 
Viceroy butterfl ies. Halesia does not tolerate drought 
conditions and may require extra irrigation during 
drought periods.
