What Is A Habitat Garden?

A habitat garden, also known as a wildlife garden, is a garden 
which mimics a natural landscape, with the goal of providing 
food, cover, shelter, water and nesting sites for local wildlife 
such as birds, bees, butterfl ies and other benefi cial insects 
and even small mammals. A habitat garden prioritizes using 
native plants in support of wildlife over ornamental plantings.  

Take a fresh look at your garden from a “bird’s eye view.” No 
matter how large or small your space, you can contribute to the 
valuable habitat. Over the next few weeks, we will look at how 
to create a habitat garden, whether you are creating a brand-
new garden or simply adding to what you already have. So 
much habitat has been replaced or destroyed, it’s a great feeling 
to know you are adding back habitat to the landscape. Make 
your garden not only a rewarding retreat for you and your 
family, but also one that provides for the needs of our fellow 
creatures.  

Th e fi rst step in creating or adding to your habitat garden is 
to sketch/map your landscape or the particular section you 
will be working on and identify existing trees, shrubs and 
herbaceous plants. If you have an oak tree or other “keystone” 
species (see article Jan. 21st, 2026 issue), you are off  to a great 
start!  If not, consider adding one or more than one if you have 

space. Once you have mapped what you already have, do 
your research on native plants you can add to fi ll in your 
habitat and create a plan.
