More For Th e Perennial Layer Of Your
Habitat Garden

Now let’s look at plants for shade and part-shade.  
Eastern Columbine (Aquilegia canadensis) is a 
wonderful early season native fl ower that attracts 
hummingbirds and pollinators and tolerates a great 
variety of soil and light conditions. Garden Phlox 
(Phlox paniculata) does well in part-shade or full sun 
and has a long bloom time, typically July through 
September and is loved by pollinators! Blue Wood 

Aster (Symphyotrichum 
cordifolium) is a lovely late 
season bloomer providing 
valuable nectar for pollinators 
and thrives in shade in average 
to dry well-drained soil.

Looking for a large “statement” 
plant for shade?  Try Bugbane or 
Black Cohosh (Actaea racemosa) 
which can grow 4-6 ft . tall 
including the feathery white bloom, 
which is a bee and butterfl y magnet. 
It prefers partial shade and rich, 
moist soil.  Th ese are just a few of 
the many beautiful native shade 
plants for your habitat garden.

Ground covers are not always considered, but the more 
ground that is covered with native plants the more 
habitat you provide, and the less weeding you will 
be doing! For shade there are some wonderful native 
groundcovers such as Allegheny Spurge (Pachysandra 
procumbens) which is not an aggressive spreader 
like its Japanese counterpart. It does form beautiful 
colonies which provide cover for habitat wildlife and 
fragrant blooms in spring attract pollinators. Another 
for shade or part-sun is Fernleaf Phacelia (Phacelia 
bipinnatifi da) which blooms in April and provides 
food for early-season pollinators. It readily self-seeds 
making it a great choice for naturalizing. Woodland 
Stonecrop (Sedum ternatum) is also a wonderful 
groundcover for shade, with an early white bloom that 
attracts bees and butterfl ies. 
Wild Ginger (Asarum 
canadense) with its large heart-
shaped leaves provides cover 
for wildlife, provides food for 
pollinators with its hidden 
blooms and is generally resistant 
to deer and rabbits.
