I’ve always been 
fascinated by time 
travel. Some of my 
favorite science-fic-
tion movies, 
TV-series episodes, 
and short stories 
involve traveling 
through time. Two 
favorites are Ray 

Bradbury’s classic short story, A Sound 
of Thunder, and Christopher Nolan’s 
cinematic journey through time and 
space, Interstellar.

But for me, stories of time travel 
are more than entertaining; they’re 
meaningful to me also, because we 
Jews have been traveling through time 
and space for millennia.

Franz Rosenzweig, the early 20th- 
century Jewish philosopher, described 
the Jews as a meta-historical people. 
We don’t live simply in the here-and-
now, Rosenzweig taught. Rather, we 
are transported to other times and 
places, to re-experience important 
moments in our history.

This dynamic is particularly opera-
tive on Pesach. The Haggadah tells us: 
“B’khol dor va-dor chayyav adam lir’ot 
et atzmo k’ilu hu yatzah mimitzrayim” 
– in every generation, we should view 
ourselves as if we were liberated from 
Egypt. Why is this important? Because 
in order to appreciate our freedom, 
we must remember our enslavement. 
And if we’re “doing Pesach right,” we’re 
with our ancestors in ancient Egypt, 
experiencing with them the bitterness 
of slavery and, subsequently, the joy 
of liberation.

But it’s not only ancient Egypt to 
which we’re transported on Pesach. 
When we sit in that cave in B’nai B’rak, 

we’re with Rabbi Akiva and those 
other freedom fighters, planning the 
Bar Kokhba revolt and trying to figure 
out how to live Jewish lives under 
the thumb of Rome. When we open 
the door for Elijah, we’re with our 
forebears in Eastern European villag-
es (the non-fictional Anatevkas that 
our people came from), surrounded 
by hostile neighbors, knowing that 
Pesach is also pogrom season, and 
summoning the courage to defiantly 
declare the Psalmist’s words: “Pour 
out Your wrath on the nations that 
have not known you, and on the king-
doms that have not called upon your 
name. For they have devoured Jacob, 
and laid waste his dwelling place!” (Ps. 
79:6-7) And when we end the Seder 
singing “L’Shanah ha-ba’ah b’Yerushaly-
im [next year in Jerusalem],” we’re 
transported to the Messianic Age, in 
which the world is perfected and all 
strife and enslavement are gone.

But it’s not only to significant his-
torical moments and places that we’re 
transported. For example, when we 
sing those quirky family tunes at the 
Seder, we’re transported to s’darim of 
years and decades ago. When, in my 
extended family, we serve a Pesach 
concoction called “lulu,” we’re trans-
ported to that Seder in 1935 when the 
name was coined, and to countless 
subsequent s’darim (in my family and 
beyond) in which lulu is a inviolable 
Pesach tradition. When I chant the 
Festival Kiddush on Pesach, which 
celebrates z’man cheiruteinu [our 
festival of freedom], I’m transported 
to a seder in 1989, at which we hosted 
a family that had escaped the Soviet 
Union only weeks earlier.

Of course, we Jews are meta-his-

torical people not only on Pesach. On Hanukkah, for example, 
we’re with the Maccabees as they fight for religious freedom and 
assert Jewish pride. And on Shavu‘ot, we’re standing with our fel-
low Israelites at Sinai, declaring along with them: “Kol asher dib-
ber Adonai na‘aseh [all that Adonai says, we will obey].” (Ex. 19:8) 
But we’re especially metahistorical during the Pesach season.
As Yomtov approaches, we traditionally wish each other chag 
sameach, a happy holiday. On Pesach, we wish each other chag 
kasher v’sameach, a happy and kosher holiday. I wish all of that 
to you and your loved ones. But as we prepare to travel to many 
times and places, I also wish you an enjoyable and meaningful 
journey. n

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Tzedakah Council

Once a month, a group of third, fourth, and fifth grad-
ers gathers together at Beth El for a program that has 
become one of the most impactful initiatives at the Re-
ligious School. The program, named Tzedakah Council, 
focuses on charity work and teaching kids how to help 
those less fortunate. It is run by Richard Sloane, a long-
time teacher at Beth El, who, since 2022, has 
led the club to make financial donations to 
more than 30 charities, both in the U.S. and 
abroad. Over the past four years, the club 
has raised more than $10,000 for important 
Jewish and non-Jewish causes.

The students also participate in hands-
on activities. The club meetings work like 
a potluck, with each student bringing one 
item, ranging from socks to toothbrush-
es to shampoo. Each student then makes 
one or two goodie bags with one of every 
item contributed. This is where the club 
diverges from the norm. In a typical school 
club, students would leave the bags with the teacher to 
distribute to outside organizations, but in this club, the 
task of distributing the bags is delegated to the students 
themselves. The Tzedakah Council members take on the 
task of identifying individuals in need of receiving the 
donations. 

Sloane runs the program for two reasons: to help the 
needy and to remind the students that they are “not too 
young to make an important contribution” and also that 

“no amount of tzedakah is ‘too little.’”
The Tzedakah Council does more than direct giving 

to the needy. Some of the main goals of the club include 
researching specific causes that matter to the students 
and learning the role of tzedakah and g'milot chasadim, 
acts of kindness, as core Jewish values. Most kids know 

that tzedakah helps people in need, but the 
work of the Council helps the students con-
nect to this value on a deeper level. They take 
ownership of researching, discussing, and 
debating which causes should be supported 
by their resources. And they brainstorm other 
chessed (kindness) projects they can pursue. 
Among these projects, they have collected 
and distributed gently used winter clothing 
and canned food, raised money for the Israeli 
Children's Fund (which benefits victims of the 
October 7th terrorist attacks) through sufgani-
yot sales during Hanukkah, and made recent 
financial contributions to Magen David Adom; 

the Hebrew Immigrant Aid Society; and United Hatzalah.  
Sloane finds particular joy in the program based on 

what he gets to do with the kids. According to Sloane, 
“There is nothing that I do at Beth El that is more import-
ant than this.” n

Freedom From Fear This Passover

Israel in Focus

The dominant theme of Passover is freedom. In the 
Haggadah, we celebrate the liberation of the Jewish 
people who had been enslaved in Egypt by pharaohs 
“who knew not Joseph.” We describe the physical and 
emotional pain of slavery. We recite the ten plagues that 
Egypt suffered, underscoring that freedom is not gained 
lightly. We express gratitude for all that God did for us, 
as we joyously chant “Dayeinu.” We conclude the seder 
with a hopeful rendition of L’Shanah Haba’ah B’Yerushaly-
im, “Next Year in Jerusalem.” 

Freedom from slavery is an achievement, but the 
Haggadah teaches that it is a process that continues 
from ancient times to the precious moments of our 
seders. Thus, we are reminded grimly that “in each 
generation, they rise to destroy us, but God saves us 
from their hands.” This warning, tragically reflecting 
thousands of years of Jewish history, underscores the 
constant work needed to sustain freedom. To assist us 
in perpetuating, and, if necessary, fighting for freedom, 
we are commanded to imagine ourselves as if we expe-
rienced the exodus from Egypt and the sweetness and 
redemptive power of freedom. 

Freedom also is a core American value. The American 
Revolution threw off the yoke of colonial rule by the Brit-
ish monarchy in favor of the freedom of “government 
of, by and for the people.” The First Amendment to the 
United States Constitution seeks to preserve freedom 
of religion, the press, speech, assembly, and the right to 
petition the government. President Franklin Delano Roo-
sevelt stressed the importance of freedom in his famous 
“Four Freedoms” address to the Congress on January 
6, 1941 when Europe already had been overrun by the 
Nazis. In that speech, Roosevelt framed his vision of 
American ideals as freedom of speech and worship and 
freedom from want and fear.

Fear is one of most powerful emotions and a catalyst 
for human behavior individually and collectively. We 
respond to fear in a vast variety of ways. For some, fear 
is paralytic, causing us to retreat from reality and seek 
refuge at almost any cost. For others, fear triggers the 
“fight” reaction, striking those perceived to be the op-
pressors. At the communal and even the national level, 
fear is one of the most utilized and effective tools to in-
fluence elections.

This Passover, we do not need our imagination to 
grasp the relevance of fear to the lives of Jews, wherever 
they reside.

Our Israeli brothers and sisters rightly fear for their 
lives, especially when the repeated vows of Iranian lead-
ers to destroy Israel and all the inhabitants thereof are 
coupled with missiles compelling them to seek shelter 
in their safe houses multiple times each day. Israeli lives 
have been at risk for the entirety of the existence of the 
modern State of Israel, no more so than in the last sev-

eral years, as horrifically demonstrated by Hamas’ Octo-
ber 7 massacre and hostage taking. Several weeks ago, 
in his webinar as part of Beth El’s Scolnic Institute, noted 
progressive Israeli journalist, Amir Tibon, described the 
state of physical and emotional exhaustion of Israel’s 
population.   

In the United States, antisemitism, masquerading as 
antizionism or unmasked as neo-nazism, has surged to 
a level that few American Jews could have thought pos-
sible in our lifetimes. Major Jewish organizations such 
as the ADL and the American Jewish Committee have 
provided the statistical evidence, with over 55 percent of 
Jewish Americans experiencing some form of antisem-
itism in the past year. Over 50 percent of Jewish Amer-
icans are worried about their personal safety because 
they are Jewish. The list of attacks on synagogues, com-
mencing with the Tree of Life attack in 2018, has grown 
dramatically, the most recent only several weeks ago at 
Temple Israel outside Detroit where a mass scale trage-
dy that could have killed 140 children was miraculously 
avoided. The anti-Jew animosity manifested on college 
campuses has seeped down to high schools and middle 
schools. 

This Passover let us consider sharpening our discus-
sion about freedom by focusing on how the American 
and Israeli Jewish communities can unite in their shared 
quest for freedom from fear.  How do we gain a deeper 
understanding and appreciation of the responses of 
each community to those who seek our destruction or 
those who mouth platitudes deploring antisemitism, but 
vote to deny weapons to Israel necessary for its surviv-
al?  What behaviors and strategies can be modeled to 
mitigate our fears? What roles do commitment, courage, 
faith, and resilience play in seeking and hopefully attain-
ing Jewish freedom from fear? n

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Exciting Changes Coming to Beth El Upper School

Across the country and at Beth El, synagogue teen 
engagement is changing. Over the past several years, 
the Board and congregational volunteers held a series of 
listening sessions with Upper School parents and teens. 
We heard appreciation for Beth El’s strong community 
and clergy relationships. But we also received clear 
feedback: teens want deeper ownership, stronger peer 
connection, a sense of meaning and belonging, greater 
flexibility, more “fun”, and programming that reflects 
how adolescents actually grow and develop. Parents feel 
the same, and want a place that meets their families’ 
needs in 2026, not 1996. We believe this moment calls 
not for incremental tweaks, but rather for thoughtful 
transformation.

Beth El Religious School is proud to introduce Netivot: 
Upper School at Beth El, a bold and inspiring redesign of 
our Upper School (7th–12th grades). This transformation 
reflects years of thoughtful planning, stakeholder 
feedback, and a deep commitment to Jewish adolescent 
development. To be clear: this is not merely a rebrand. 
Rather, Netivot represents a significant and positive shift 
from a traditional post-B Mitzvah model to a dynamic, 
teen-centered journey rooted in belonging, identity, 
values, and leadership. 

The name Netivot, meaning “pathways,” captures 
the heart of the program: our teens are not passive 
participants, but active partners shaping their Jewish 
experience. Rather than viewing B-Mitzvah as a 
culmination, Netivot reframes it as the beginning of 
a meaningful and evolving Jewish journey. This is a 
fundamental reimagining of the Upper School not 
as just “more religious school,” but as a meaningful, 
teen-centered Jewish journey — one that strengthens 
belonging, identity, and leadership for the next 
generation of Beth El and the Jewish community more 
broadly. 

So, what’s changing? Instead of a primarily classroom-
based, adult-directed model, Netivot introduces a 
developmentally-sequenced pathway, including a new 
11th and 12th Grade experience, recognizing that the 
traditional “end” of formal Jewish education in 10th 
grade doesn’t line up with our children’s needs or 
expectations.
•	 In 7th grade (Values in Practice), students wil explore 

how Jewish texts illuminate their personal values. 
They will design a mitzvah project that reflects their 
emerging sense of purpose, culminating in a Mitzvah 
Project Showcase that frames the B-Mitzvah as a 
beginning, not an endpoint.

•	 In 8th–9th grades (Identity Development), teens will 
grapple with essential questions like “Who am I?” 
and “Where do I belong?”, while taking creative 
ownership of holiday programming, designing and 
leading celebrations such as Hanukkah and Passover 
for their peers.

•	 In 10th grade (Values in Action), our students 
will connect Jewish and universal values to real-
world impact through a Jewish Teen Philanthropy 
experience, immersive learning, and meaningful 
service initiatives.

•	By 11th–12th grades (Leadership Development), our 
oldest teens will assume authentic leadership roles 
within the synagogue, participate in internship-style 
placements, receive mentorship, and refine the skills 
they will carry into college and adulthood.

We are also introducing an immersive series of 
learning travel, such as exploring the Jewish experience 
of the civil rights movement in the south; Jewish 
immigration through New York; and culminating with 
the Sorkin Israel trip.  

A cornerstone of Netivot is the Teen Board, 
empowering representatives from each grade to guide 
curriculum, to strengthen community, and to serve 
as liaisons to synagogue leadership.  Students will 
expand their life-skills, and offer ongoing teen input into 
curriculum and culture of the program.

Implementation begins this Spring, with full launch in 
Fall 2026. 

Netivot is not an off-the-shelf product but rather is a 
tailored, unique, and carefully-designed program. It will 
help position Beth El as a leader in teen engagement: 
relationship-centered, developmentally responsive, and 
deeply rooted in Jewish wisdom. Most importantly, it 
ensures our teens experience Jewish learning not as 
something completed at 13, but as a lifelong path of 
growth, connection, and purpose.

We are excited for this new phase of BERS. For 
specific questions about curriculum, timing, and details, 
please contact Education Director Elisha Frumkin 
directly, and be on the lookout for more information in 
the next few months.

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Saul Golubcow’s Were the Angels Wrong? is both a marvel-
ous whodunit and a moving meditation on the lingering 
aftermath of the Holocaust. This is the third book in Gol-
ubcow’s mystery series set in the New York City Jewish 
communities of the 1970s. 
FRANK WOLF AND FAMILY
One of the pleasures of the series is 
spending time with private detective 
Frank Wolf and his close-knit, observant 
Jewish family. Frank is an erudite, deeply 
ethical, Old-World gentleman, steeped in 
both Jewish and secular learning. Never 
without a suit jacket, even on the hottest 
summer day, he investigates baffling 
crimes, ably assisted by his grandson, Joel 
Gordon. 

At the start of the series, Joel was a 
law student who could sometimes be 
impatient with his Zaida’s (grandfather’s) 
meticulous crime-solving methodology. 
By the third book, Joel is more mature. 
Now a lawyer working for a prestigious 
New York law firm, he is married to Aliya, 
a clinical psychologist, who contributes valuable insights 
into the cases. Joel’s grandfather and mother adore Ali-
ya, often praising the wisdom of Joel’s “kallah” (bride). 

Over Shabbat dinners of brisket and kugel, the family 
talks and laughs; they are forward-looking and optimis-
tic notwithstanding the immense suffering they have 
endured. Before World War II, Frank was a professor of 
philosophy in Vienna. He and his daughter Molly (Joel’s 
mother) survived the Holocaust by hiding in a cellar for 
six years. 

After the war, Frank and Molly emigrated to the Unit-
ed States and began a new life in Brooklyn. Molly earned 
a college degree, married, and began managing a suc-
cessful jewelry store. Tragically, Molly’s husband died of 
cancer when Joel was a young teenager. Together, she 
and Frank guided Joel towards adulthood.
THE LONG SHADOW OF THE HOLOCAUST
Were the Angels Wrong? involves the murder of a Holo-
caust survivor. The suspected perpetrator is another 
Holocaust survivor, Martin Ross, who claims he is inno-
cent. Martin is Molly’s beau, so Frank and Joel have a 
personal stake in the case as they team up to investigate 
the crime. 

Suspecting that the roots of the crime lie in the 
war years, Frank and Joel delve into the histories of all 
parties implicated in the case. In the process, they stir 
up the ever-raw, morally complex issue of Jewish ka-
pos. These were Jewish concentration camp prisoners 
assigned to positions of limited authority within the 

camps, such as supervisors of prisoner work details. 
Some kapos cruelly abused their fellow prisoners while 
others used their privileged position to help them.

Joel has never inquired too deeply into his mother 
and grandfather’s Holocaust experience, afraid to upset 

them or himself. He marvels at their 
seeming ability to have put their dark 
war years behind them. But in Angels, 
Frank acknowledges to Joel that “some 
darkness exists in all who survived the 
War – in our minds, in our hearts, in our 
bones.” 

Nonetheless, Frank says, he struggles 
against the darkness within himself and 
in the larger world. He draws strength 
and purpose from Psalms 115:16: “The 
heavens belong to God – but God gave the 
Earth to mankind.” Recalling a midrash 
that describes the angels as outraged by 
God’s decision to entrust the precious 
Earth to flawed humans, Frank admits 
that the violence of human history could 
be seen to confirm the angels’ predic-

tion that humans would be poor stewards. Yet, he in-
sists, “As tired as we may be, as beaten down as we may 
be, it is our duty to strive every day to prove the angels 
wrong.” What an inspiring detective hero! Readers will 
look forward to more Frank Wolf adventures. n
