Native Plants

“What Can We Do for the Birds in Winter?”

One more thing
regarding feeding...
if you have squirrels
like we do and you
don’t want them
eating all your
expensive food and
destroying your feeders, find a way to squirrel-
proof your feeding station. (Don’t worry, there’ll
be plenty on the ground for them!) Dennis did
this with ours and it took a lot of trial and error
and persistence, but he got there. Our feeding
station is on a 6’ 4 x 4 post with a section of stove
pipe around it, crimped closed at the top. Since it
is near one of our black walnut trees, he had to get
creative to prevent them jumping out of the tree
onto the top of the station. The top is a cross piece
that supports all 4 of our feeder types. He again
used stove pipe cut in half and made a curved
“roof” that they could not land on. The only thing
now I must watch is when the shrubs grow and a
branch gets too close to the feeding station. Then
I have to trim it! Be creative and observe how they
get to your feeders to solve the problem.
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If you are new to feeding the birds, don’t be
discouraged if they do not find your new feeding
station immediately. It may take some time.
Sprinkle some food on the ground to make it a
little more obvious. If you build it, they will come!

Water sources are scarce when everything is
frozen! When we have snow on the ground as we
do now, the birds can use the snow for their water.
However, they expend a great deal of energy

to do it. Consider providing a water source for
them. I put out large plastic plant saucers and fill
them with warm water. It will eventually freeze;
then I just dump the ice and refill. The birds are
resourceful in finding water sources, but they can
always use help. They will sit on our garage roof
and catch the melting snow when there is some.
Of course, there are electric heaters for bird baths
on the market if you are so inclined.
