Companion Pairing with Native Plants

Companion planting is the 
ancient practice of placing 
mutually benefi cial plants 
together in the garden to 
improve plant health and 
productivity. It is commonly 
thought of as being used in 
vegetable gardens and crop 
production, and for sure, 

using native plants as companions for crops is highly 
benefi cial! Native plants are naturally adapted to 
collectively fl ourish in their own ecosystem. So, 
choose native plants no matter what you are pairing.

What are the benefi ts of companion planting?  
Whether you are doing it to benefi t vegetable or 
crop planting or to benefi t fl ower gardens in your 
landscape, it will improve soil health, minimize pest 
issues, attract pollinators and boost biodiversity. 
Some plants repel insects while others draw in 
helpful predators to control bad bugs. An example of 
this would be Yarrow (Achillea millefoliium) which 
draws ladybugs and lacewings that consume aphids 
and other damaging pests. Since aphids seem to love 
Milkweed, Yarrow is a great companion plant for
the Milkweed species. 

Pairings of plants generally consider root depth,
light needs, bloom times and compatibility. Some 
other companions for Milkweed species might be 
Wild Bee Balm (Monarda fi stulosa), Goldenrod 
(Solidago sp.), & Joe Pye Weed (Eutrochium sp.). All 
support pollinators such as butterfl ies and bees, and 
blooms are staggered providing a continuous source 
of nectar.

Let’s consider Purple Conefl ower (Echinacea 
purpurea). A classic pairing is Black-eyed Susan with 
similar soil and sunlight needs, as well as Bee Balm 
(Monarda sp.), Goldenrod (Solidago sp.) and Blazing 
Star (Liatris sp.). All attract pollinators, and bloom 
times vary from early summer through fall.
