GARDEN TIPS

� e “Buzz” about 
Native Plants

By Carol Schroding,

Grasses

Native grasses are not only benefi cial to wildlife 
but add beauty and interest to our gardens! � ey 
come in many di�ferent sizes, forms, colors and 
textures, so something for every landscape. Here 
are three of my favorite warm season grasses.

Little Bluestem (Schizachyrium scoparium) has to 
be at the top of my list for beauty and versatility, 
with its blue-green foliage turning to copper 
and burgundy in fall. It typically grows 2-3 �t. 
tall and prefers full sun and well-drained soil. 
It has deep roots which 
makes it drought resistant 
once established and great 
for erosion control. Little 
Bluestem provides food and 
shelter for birds, butter� lies 
and other insects.

Big Bluestem (Andropogon gerardii) has similar 
qualities as Little Bluestem, but grows much 
taller around 6 �t. in most sites. Its growth habit 
is upright and clumping and has blue-green 
foliage during the growing season, with red and 
burgundy highlights in fall. It is perfect for a 
meadow, prairie restoration and erosion control. 
As it can be aggressive, it is not recommended 
for small spaces. It is a host plant for many 
butter� lies and skippers and provides wonderful 
habitat and food for small 
mammals and birds. Another 
common name for this grass 
is Turkey Foot, referring to 
the seed heads which form 
three spikelets that resemble 
a turkey foot.

Finally, a medium-sized Switchgrass (Panicum 
virgatum) ‘Shenandoah’, a favorite of mine for its 
reddish foliage and graceful blooms, growing 
3-4 �t. high. It prefers full sun but will tolerate 
light shade. Shenandoah is an excellent choice 
for rain gardens as it tolerates both wet and dry 
conditions. It will benefi t from 
a weekly watering in its fi rst 
season. Once established it is 
drought tolerant and has the 
same wildlife value as the fi rst 
two grasses.
